QUINCY PARK DISTRICT 

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 
 
The Quincy Park District staff will determine the eligibility of an individual for financial 
assistance. The individual can receive assistance for a recreation program/facility 
admission fee reduction.  Financial assistance will only be awarded when funds are 
available within the Assistance Fund.  Assistance will be granted or denied based upon 
the applicant’s available information and criteria established.  Space in classes will not 
be reserved pending receipt of the request from the applicant.  Financial Assistance is 
granted or denied without regard to sex, race, creed, religion, handicap, or national 
origin of the applicant. 
 

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE CRITERIA 
 
1. Financial assistance will be limited to four (4) programs per individual per 

calendar year. 
 
2. Financial assistance will only be granted for recreation programs solely 

sponsored by the Quincy Park District. 
 
3. Financial assistance is available for Indian Mounds Pool facility admissions. 
 
4. Financial assistance is available for the Batting Cage facility (mini golf, 

paddleboats and cage tokens). 
 
5. Financial Assistance is available for Westview Golf green fees and season passes. 
 

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 
 
In order for applicants to be eligible for financial assistance, the following criteria must 
be met: 
 
1. Total family income does not exceed Federal poverty guidelines.  The Federal 

Poverty Guidelines at a 175% rate are as follows:

For family units with eleven members or more, add $7,280 for each additional 
member. 

 
2. Applicants must provide income documentation by submitting income tax returns 

for the most recent year the return has been filed or any other document that 
will show a record of a family’s annual income, including public aid receipt of 
benefit forms. Please provide tax returns for all dependents you are claiming for 
financial assistance. 

 
3. Applicants must provide a completed application along with their documentation 

of income.  
If the applicant is eligible to receive financial assistance, the amount of the assistance 
(75%, 50% or 25% of the total fee) will be determined by the amount of their total 
income. 
1. To receive a 75% fee reduction, total income must be less then 50% of the 

Federal Poverty Guideline for their family size. 
2. To receive a 50% fee reduction, total income must be less than 25% of the 

Federal Poverty Guideline for their family size. 
3. To receive a 25% fee reduction, total income does not exceed Federal Poverty 

Guidelines but is not less than 25% of the Guideline for their family size. 
4. After each applicant has been approved they will receive an ID card that would 

allow them to receive 25%, 50% or 75% off of programs, IMP admissions, 
Batting Cage (mini golf, paddleboats, cage tokens) and Westview Golf green fees 
and season passes. The card would be good for that year only and would 
designate what % they would receive. They would show their card at a facility 
and receive the assistance rate. 

Below is a sliding scale chart that shows the income levels for an applicant to receive 
either 75%, 50% or 25% fee reduction. 
Example:  A family of 6 has a total income of $25,000.  Because their incomes less than 
75% of the Federal Poverty Guideline ($28,499) they will receive a 75% fee reduction.
